Old Coastguard’s North Cottage
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Alum Bay, Isle of Wight

Old Coastguard's is a character cottage that was built in the 1850s and is now available for holiday rentals. It is one third of what was originally a five-cottage coastguard’s residence, and is the first part to have been restored, which has been done to an extremely high standard, with sumptuous furnishings and spacious, light filled rooms. The property is rich with history and a stay at Coastguard's can include access to 'the Lookout', a delightful two room cottage with bunks and a sofa bed, formerly a lookout cottage where the coastguards would watch for smugglers coming up from Alum Bay.
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Old Coastguard's is located on Old Alum Bay Road, near Totland, Isle of Wight. It is between Headon Warren and Tennyson Down and surrounded by open fields, with views to the Solent. One can walk to the pebble beach at Alum Bay or the award winning Warren Farm tea rooms. There is no better base for rambling across the downs of West Wight, and Tennyson Monument, the Island’s finest scenic viewpoint, is a fifteen minute walk away and a delightful place to watch the sunset.
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The cottage sleeps 2-4 in three bedrooms: a master bedroom with king size bed, a smaller second bedroom with a single bed and a third living room/bedroom with optional sofa bed. Children or guests might wish to stay in the two bunks in the Lookout cottage as well (available on request). The kitchen has ample fridge space and a deluxe five hob gas range with an electric oven. The rear living room has a large plasma screen HD television with surround sound and an HD DVD player. The cottage has WiFi wireless broadband internet.
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Old Coastguards’ pride and joy is its luxurious log burning sauna (open from early 2010), with a porthole window which looks out over Tennyson Monument. The sauna is complemented by a heated outdoor shower, making the sauna experience one enjoyable in all the seasons. The patio also has an outdoor barbecue, elegant lighting and teak table, making long evening meals in the summer an absolute joy.
